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1) Description of the event and its activities

The School of Democracy in Slovenia was organized in collaboration between the
Associations of the National Liberation Movement of Slovenia (ZZB NOB) and the
Academic Unit of Defence Studies at the Faculty of Social Sciences, University of
Ljubljana. It aimed to educate participants on key historical events, particularly
focusing on World War Il, the rise of fascism, and the Holocaust, emphasizing the
importance of historical memory and democratic awareness.

School of Democracy - Summary of Events and Lectures

Module 1 — The Fire that Swept Across Europe: The Rise of Fascist Ideology in
Slovenia

e Date & Venue: December 10, 2024, Faculty of Social Sciences, University of
Ljubljana

e Thematic focus: The rise of fascism in Slovenia and its historical
consequences

This module explored the impact of World War Il in Slovenia, addressing massacres,
forced labor, deportations, and destruction of cultural and social structures under
Nazi German and Fascist Italian occupation. Special emphasis was placed on
nationalism as a root cause of fascist ideology, particularly in territories annexed by
Italy and Germany.

Key topics discussed:

e The memory of WWII victims in Slovenia and the role of historical education
(Assoc. Prof. Dr. Jelena Juvan)

e The political and economic conditions that enabled fascism's rise in Slovenia
(Prof. Dr. Ljubica JeluSic)

e The role of nationalism in fostering fascism and the persecution of Slovenes in
Italian-occupied territories (Assoc. Prof. Dr. Borut Klabjan)



Discussions emphasized the importance of historical education in preventing the
resurgence of extremist ideologies.

Module 2 — There, Where Death Fought Until the End

e Date & Venue: January 27, 2025, Faculty of Social Sciences, University of
Ljubljana

e Thematic Focus: Holocaust Remembrance and the horrors of concentration
camps

This module was dedicated to International Holocaust Remembrance Day, marking
the liberation of Auschwitz and commemorating the victims of the Holocaust,
including Slovenian victims.

Key topics discussed:

e The significance of Holocaust Remembrance Day and the role of cultural
expression in survival (Prof. Dr. Ljubica Jelusi¢)

e A personal and academic account of the horrors of concentration camps,
including the suffering of Slovenian prisoners (Prof. Emeritus Dr. Maca Jogan)

e Testimonies and historical facts about German, ltalian, and Croatian camps,
including Jasenovac (Marijan Krizman)

Prof. Jogan’s personal experience, as someone born in a German concentration
camp, provided a deeply moving and personal perspective. A lively discussion
followed the lectures, highlighting the importance of preserving historical truth and
raising awareness among younger generations, as well as the importance of
time-witnesses.

Evaluation report

The School of Democracy successfully achieved its objectives of educating
participants on the historical roots and consequences of fascism and the Holocaust.
The integration of expert lectures, firsthand testimonies, and engaging discussions
provided a well-rounded and impactful learning experience.

Module 1 educated young people on the impact of WWII in their country, with focus
on the dangers of totalitarianism and extremism

Module 2 encouraged interactive discussions and testimonies from survivors or their
descendants and strengthened historical awareness programs in collaboration with
academic and civic institutions.
